
A Message For the Wise… 

 

12:1 "At that time Michael, the great prince who 

protects your people, will arise. There will be a time 

of distress such as has not happened from the 

beginning of nations until then. But at that time 

your people- everyone whose name is found 

written in the book-will be delivered. 2 Multitudes 

who sleep in the dust of the earth will awake: some 

to everlasting life, others to shame and everlasting 

contempt. 3 Those who are wise will shine like the 

brightness of the heavens, and those who lead many 

to righteousness, like the stars for ever and ever. 4 

But you, Daniel, close up and seal the words of the 

scroll until the time of the end. Many will go here 

and there to increase knowledge."  
 

5 Then I, Daniel, looked, and there before me stood 

two others, one on this bank of the river and one on 

the opposite bank. 6 One of them said to the man 

clothed in linen, who was above the waters of the 

river, "How long will it be before these astonishing 

things are fulfilled?"  

 

7 The man clothed in linen, who was above the 

waters of the river, lifted his right hand and his left 

hand toward heaven, and I heard him swear by him 

who lives forever, saying, "It will be for a time, 

times and half a time. When the power of the holy 

people has been finally broken, all these things 

will be completed."  
 

8 I heard, but I did not understand. So I asked, "My 

lord, what will the outcome of all this be?"  

 

9 He replied, "Go your way, Daniel, because the 

words are closed up and sealed until the time of the 

end. 10 Many will be purified, made spotless and 

refined, but the wicked will continue to be wicked. 

None of the wicked will understand, but those who 

are wise will understand.  

 

11 "From the time that the daily sacrifice is 

abolished and the abomination that causes 

desolation is set up, there will be 1,290 days. 12 

Blessed is the one who waits for and reaches the 

end of the 1,335 days.  

 

13 "As for you, go your way till the end. You will 

rest, and then at the end of the days you will rise to 

receive your allotted inheritance."  
 

Rev 20:11-15 Great White Throne Resurrection 

11 Then I saw a great white throne and him who was 

seated on it. Earth and sky fled from his presence, and 

there was no place for them. 12 And I saw the dead, 

great and small, standing before the throne, and books 

were opened. Another book was opened, which is the 

book of life. The dead were judged according to what 

they had done as recorded in the books. 13 The sea gave 

up the dead that were in it, and death and Hades gave up 

the dead that were in them, and each person was judged 

according to what he had done. 14 Then death and Hades 

were thrown into the lake of fire. The lake of fire is the 

second death. 15 If anyone's name was not found 

written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake 

of fire.  
 

Acts 24:14-16 

4 However, I (Paul) admit that I worship the God of our 

fathers as a follower of the Way, which they call a sect. I 

believe everything that agrees with the Law and that is 

written in the Prophets, 15 and I have the same hope in 

God as these men, that there will be a resurrection of 

both the righteous and the wicked. 16 So I strive always 

to keep my conscience clear before God and man.  

 
 

Rev 22:10-11 

10 Then he told me, "Do not seal up the words of the 

prophecy of this book, because the time is near. 11 Let 

him who does wrong continue to do wrong; let him who 

is vile continue to be vile; let him who does right 

continue to do right; and let him who is holy continue to 

be holy."  
  

Rev 20:4-6 Trib Martyrs Resurrected 

And I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded 

because of their testimony for Jesus and because of the 

word of God. They had not worshiped the beast or his 

image and had not received his mark on their foreheads 

or their hands. They came to life and reigned with 

Christ a thousand years. 5(The rest of the dead did not 

come to life until the thousand years were ended.) This 

is the first resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy are those 

who have part in the first resurrection. The second death 

has no power over them, but they will be priests of God 

and of Christ and will reign with him for a thousand 

years. 
  

1 Thess 4:16-18 The pre-Trib Resurrection 

For the Lord himself will come down from heaven, with 

a loud command, with the voice of the archangel and 

with the trumpet call of God, and the dead in Christ will 

rise first. 17 After that, we who are still alive and are left 

will be caught up together with them in the clouds to 

meet the Lord in the air. And so we will be with the Lord 

forever.  



42 Months or 1260 days 

 

• Daniel 7:25 describes it as the period that saints are 

given into Antichrist’s hands. 

• Daniel 9:27 describes it as the period between the 

breaking of Antichrist’s covenant with Israel, the 

erection of the abomination of desolation, and the 

establishment of Jesus’ kingdom 

• Daniel 12:7 describes it as the duration of "the time 

of trouble" for Israel 

• Revelation 11:2 describes it as the period that the 

holy city will be tread underfoot by Gentiles 

• Revelation 11:3 describes it as the period of ministry

• Revelation 12:6 and 14 describes it as the period that 

Israel (perhaps only its remnant) is preserved by God 

in the wilderness 

• Revelation 13:5 describes it as the duration of 

Antichrist’s authority to rule, persecute and 

blaspheme. 

At the end of the 1,260 days Jesus returns and defeats 

Satan and the AntiChrist.  

At the end of the 1,290 days, Day of Atonement or 

Judgment of Satan- he is bound. Trib saints raised. 

At the end of the 1,295 days the Feast of Tabernacles or 

millennium begins. 

At the end of 1,335 days (figurative 40 days after Feast
