Among the multitude of tablets found in the laky of Ashurbanipal in Nineveh were a group of seve
tablets known as thenuma Elish Though the library dates only to the late 7thtegnB.C., the present
form of the epic itself goes all the way back te ttays of Hammurabi (1700 B.C.), while the storgogads
from the days of the Sumerians.

TheEnuma Elish("When on high™) draws its title from the firstrgaence of its narrativéWhen on high the
heaven had not been named, firm ground below hadewn named..."

The text was found written on seven tablets, bigtlihs no bearing on the seven days of the Genesis
account. If the tablets had been larger then tiverdd only have been six.

Tablet 1: Aspu and Tiamat come together to givéhlio the primitive forces and gods. However, Agjpns
against his offspring, but is slain by them.

Tablet 4: They each create seven assistants taheip. Marduk wins the conflict and dissects thdybaof
Tiamat.

Tablet 5:From the body of Tiamat, Marduk creates heaven agatth. The moon and the stars are
established to mark the seasons.

Tablet 6: Tiamat's second in command, Kingu, isxddad from drops of hislood Marduk creates man so
that there will be one to sacrifice to the gods.
