5:1 This is the written account of Adam's line. When 
God created man, he made him in the likeness of God. 2 
He created them male and female and blessed them. 
And when they were created, he called them "man."  
3 When Adam had lived 130 years, he had a son in his 
own likeness, in his own image; and he named him Seth. 
4 After Seth was born, Adam lived 800 years and had 
other sons and daughters. 5 Altogether, Adam lived 
930 years, and then he died.  
6 When Seth had lived 105 years, he became the father 
of Enosh. 7 And after he became the father of Enosh, 
Seth lived 807 years and had other sons and 
daughters. 8 Altogether, Seth lived 912 years, and then 
he died.  
9 When Enosh had lived 90 years, he became the father 
of Kenan. 10 And after he became the father of Kenan, 
Enosh lived 815 years and had other sons and 
daughters.

17 Altogether, Mahalalel lived 895 
years, and then he died.  
18 When Jared had lived 162 years, he became the 
father of Enoch. 19 And after he became the father of 
Enoch, Jared lived 800 years and had other sons and 
daughters. 20 Altogether, Jared lived 962 years, and 
then he died.  
21 When Enoch had lived 65 years, he became the 
father of Methuselah. 22 And after he became the father 
of Methuselah, Enoch walked with God 300 years and 
had other sons and daughters. 23 Altogether, Enoch 
lived 365 years. 24 Enoch walked with God; then he 
was no more, because God took him away.  
25 When Methuselah had lived 187 years, he became 
the father of Lamech. 26 And after he became the father 
of Lamech, Methuselah lived 782 years and had other 
sons and daughters. 27 Altogether, Methuselah lived 
969 years, and then he died.  
28 When Lamech had lived 182 years, he had a son. 29 
He named him Noah and said, "He will comfort us in 
the labor and painful toil of our hands caused by the 
ground the LORD has cursed." 30 After Noah was born, 
Lamech lived 595 years and had other sons and 
daughters. 31 Altogether, Lamech lived 777 years, and 
then he died.  
32 After Noah was 500 years old, he became the father 
of Shem, Ham and Japheth.

Genesis 6 
  
6:1 When men began to increase in number on the 
earth and daughters were born to them, 2 the sons of 
God saw that the daughters of men were beautiful, and 
they married any of them they chose. 3 Then the 
LORD said, "My Spirit will not contend with man 
forever, for he is mortal; his days will be a hundred 
and twenty years."  
4 The Nephilim were on the earth in those days--and 
also afterward--when the sons of God went to the 
daughters of men and had children by them. They 
were the heroes of old, men of renown.  
5 The LORD saw how great man's wickedness on the 
earth had become, and that every inclination of the 
thoughts of his heart was only evil all the time. 6 The 
LORD was grieved that he had made man on the earth, 
and his heart was filled with pain.

I am surely going to destroy both 
them and the earth. 14 So make yourself an ark of 
cypress wood; make rooms in it and coat it with pitch 
inside and out. 15 This is how you are to build it: The 
ark is to be 450 feet long, 75 feet wide and 45 feet 
high. 16 Make a roof for it and finish the ark to within 
18 inches of the top. Put a door in the side of the ark 
and make lower, middle and upper decks. 17 I am 
going to bring floodwaters on the earth to destroy all 
life under the heavens, every creature that has the 
breath of life in it. Everything on earth will perish. 18 
But I will establish my covenant with you, and you 
will enter the ark--you and your sons and your wife 
and your sons' wives with you. 19 You are to bring 
into the ark two of all living creatures, male and 
female, to keep them alive with you. 20 Two of every 
kind of bird, of every kind of animal and of every 
kind of creature that moves along the ground will 
come to you to be kept alive. 21 You are to take every 
kind of food that is to be eaten and store it away as 
food for you and for them."  
Noah did everything just as God commanded him.  
 

Num 13:31-33 
31 But the men who had gone up with him said, "We 
can't attack those people; they are stronger than we 
are." 32 And they spread among the Israelites a bad 
report about the land they had explored. They said, 
"The land we explored devours those living in it. All 
the people we saw there are of great size. 33 We saw 
the Nephilim there (the descendants of Anak come 
from the Nephilim). We seemed like grasshoppers 
in our own eyes, and we looked the same to them."  
 
Josh 15:14-15 
14 From Hebron Caleb drove out the three Anakites-
Sheshai, Ahiman and Talmai-descendants of Anak.  
 
Judg 1:19-20 
 20 As Moses had promised, Hebron was given to 
Caleb, who drove from it the three sons of Anak. 
 
Deut 3:11 
11(Only Og king of Bashan was left of the 
remnant of the Rephaites. His bed was made of 
iron and was more than thirteen feet long and six 
feet wide.

The list begins with Seth, which means 'Appointed.' Enosh, his son, means 'Mortal;' and his son, Kenan, 
means 'Sorrow.' His son Mahalalel, means 'The Blessed God.' He named his boy Jared which means 
'Came Down,' and his boy, Enoch, means 'Teaching.' Methuselah, as we saw, means 'His death shall 
bring (the flood);' Lamech means 'Strength,' and Noah, 'Comfort.' Now put that all together:  

God has Appointed that Mortal man shall Sorrow; but The Blessed God, Came Down, Teaching, that 
His Death Shall Bring, Strength and Comfort.

Replica of Noah's Ark built by a Dutch contractor.  
It was built approximately to scale, however is 1/2 the length and 1/3 the width of the Biblical dimensions. It was 

built to show the world how massive the Ark was and how so many animals could have been housed for a long time. 
 
Most animals are not very large. The average size of all animals, is the size of a sheep, some say a small rodent. 
One railroad stock car can carry about 240 sheep. This would mean that all 40,000 animals could fit in 167 railroad 
cars. The arks total capacity was 569 stock cars. The 40,000 animals would require less than 30% of the ark's space. 
In other words all the animals could fit on one of the ark's three decks. This would leave the other 70% of the ark's 
space for Noah's family, food, supplies, and baggage.
