21 Sons were also born to Shem, whose older brother
was Japheth; Shem was the ancestor of all the soofs
Eber.

Hadoram, Uzal, Diklah, 28 Obal, Abimael, Sheba, 29

You will find it in the Egyptian religion as Isis and Osiris.
In Greece it is Venue and Adonisind inHindu it is

Ushas and Vishnu.The same cult prevails in various other
localities. It appears in the Old Testament in Jead,

where the Israelites are warned against offeringfizes to
"the Queen of Heaven."Other names for her are Astarte,
Ashtaroth,, and Ishtar. The cult has also crejt int
Christianity and forms the basis for theariolatry that

has prevailed in Roman Catholic Churchwhere the

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In general, it has been true throughout history tife
Semites have been dominated by religious motivation
centered in monotheism (the Jews, the Moslems, the
Zoroastrians, etc.). The Japhethites (especiadly th
Greeks, Romans, and later the other Europeans and
the Americans) have stressed science and philosophy
in their development. The Hamites (Egyptians,
Phoenicians, Sumerians, Orientals, Africans, etc.)
have been the great pioneers that opened up thd wor
to settlement, to cultivation, and to technology.

Each stream of nations has influenced the othérs, o
course, and there has been much mixing of peoples
from different tribes and nations; so there mayl wel
many apparent exceptions to the general trendsit But
is possible to discern these general trends, addb
follow the prophetic pattern outlined thousands of
years ago by father Noah.

The Semites have been predominant in

theology, the Japhethites in science and

philosophy, the Hamites in technology.
