1 The point of what we are saying is this: We do have sadfigh priest, who sat down at the right hand of thedne

of the Majesty in heaven, 2 and who serves in the sanctudmy true tabernacle set up by the Lord, not by man.

3 Every high priest is appointed to offer both gifts aadrifices, and so it was necessary for this one also to have
something to offer. 4 If he were on earth, he would nat peest, for there are already men who offer the gifts
prescribed by the law. Bhey serve at a sanctuary that is a copy and shadow of ughiat heavenThis is why Moses

was warned when he was about to build the tabernacle: "Sebabybu make everything according to the pattern
shown you on the mountain."

In its
first room were the lampstand, the table and the consecrated thisadas called the Holy Place. 3 Behind the second
curtain was a room called the Most Holy Place, 4 which had thleryaltar of incense and the gold-covered ark of the
covenant. This ark contained the gold jar of manna, Aaronfdtstdthad budded, and the stone tablets of the covenant. 5
Above the ark were the cherubim of the Glory, overshadothi@gtonement coveBut we cannot discuss these things
in detail now.

6 When everything had been arranged like this, the priestedmgularly into the outer room to carry on their ministry
7 But only the high priest entered the inner room, andottigitonce a year, amever without bloodwhich he offered

for himself and fothe sins the people had committed in ignoran&The Holy Spirit was showing by this that the way
into the Most Holy Place had not yet been disclosed as loting disst tabernacle was still standir@gThis is an

illustration for the present time, indicating that the fi§ and sacrifices being offered were not able to clear the
conscience of the worshipet0 They are only a matter of food and drink and various aeri@inwvashings-external
regulations applying until the time of the new order.

11 When Christ came as high priest of the good thingsatkatlready here, he went through the greater and more perfect
tabernacle that is not man-made, that is to say, not a phit aféation. 12 He did not enter by means of the blood of
goats and calves; but he entered the Most Holy Place once ligrtai own blood, having obtained eternal redemption.
13 The blood of goats and bulls and the ashes of a heifekled on those who are ceremonially unclean sanctify them
so that they are outwardly clean. Hidw much more, then, will the blood of Christ, who thigh the eternal Spirit

offered himself unblemished to God, cleanse our consciencesfacts that lead to death, so that we may serve the
living God!

15 For this reason Christ is the mediator of a new covetiattthose who are called may receive the promised eternal
inheritance-now that he has died as a ransom to set them freth&sins committed under the first covenant.

16 In the case of a will, it is necessary to prove the dedtieane who made it, 17 because a will is in force only when
somebody has died; it never takes effect while the one who miadiiitg. 18 This is why even the first covenant was
not put into effect without blood. 19 When Moses hadlaimed every commandment of the law to all the people, he
took the blood of calves, together with water, scarlet woobaadches of hyssop, asdrinkled the scroll and all the
people.20 He said, "This is the blood of the covenant, which mlcommanded you to keep.” (Ex 24:9) 21 In the
same way, he sprinkled with the blood both the tabernacleargithing used in its ceremonies.|B%act, the law
requires that nearly everything be cleansed with blood, antheut the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.

23 It was necessary, then, for the copies of the heavenly tioifigspurified with these sacrifices, but the heavenly
things themselves with better sacrifices than thgg$&or Christ did not enter a man-made sanctuary thadswonly a

copy of the true one; he entered heaven itself, now to appean$dn God's presenceé5 Nor did he enter heaven to
offer himself again and again, the way the high priest entesltist Holy Place every year with blood that is not his
own. 26 Then Christ would have had to suffer many tirmeeghe creation of the world. But now he has appeared once
for all at the end of the ages to do away with sin by théfisacof himself. 27Just as man is destined to die once, and
after that to face judgment, 28 so Christ was sacrifiaatte to take away the sins of many people; and he will appea
a second time, not to bear sin, but to bring salvatiorthiose who are waiting for him.
